Spotlight on youth homelessness in England

In England, where the Homelessness Reduction Act came into force, 112,500 young people approached their
council seeking support in 2021-2022. This represented an increase of 8 per cent from the previous year.
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This diagram shows the percentage of applicants that presented to a council who have reached each stage
of the pathway. The percentages for each of the outcomes may not match the totals for each of the duties
exactly as some cases were ongoing at the time when the data was collected.

In England, almost a third of the young people
who approached their local authority seeking
support have not even been assessed for
eligibility (68% assessment rate in 2021-2022)
